All our wines are analysed with a blind-tasting for each vat performed by a jury composed of highly qualified professionals. This ensures that we maintain our Official Agreement, offering guaranteed quality.

Our region produces fruity white and rosé wines, ideal for aperitif amongst friends. 

As for red wines, they account for half the quantities produced and range from light wines to more full-bodied wines.

French Mediterranean Wines offer excellent value for money, ranging in price from 2 to 15 Euros, with an average of 3 euros per 75 cl bottle.
